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Aren't you brainwashing kids?

We uze sound psychological pringiples in the therapeutie
process at KHK which do not include brainwashing
techniques. We do provide adequate structure for a child
who is just entering the program, but as he/she
progresses through our treatment, their individual
personality that was suppressed by their substance abuse
iz freed up and allowed te surface.

Is physical restraint used?

If the child is threatening to leave, the other kids will
hold him. We do net sit on children, hold them on the
floor for long periods of time or abuse them in any way.
We do have a time out room we use only occasionally.

Time out rooms are used for isclating a disruptive or
violent child from group, so they will not be getting
reinforcement for their misbehavior. Children in time
out rooms are continually menitored by camera.

How long does the program last?

Typically about 10-12 months with a s-month follow-up.
Each child progresses at his own rate.

How are we different from Straight?

We have our roots in the same program — SEED. We have
chosen to keep our group size small and our staff to
client ratio high, which allows for individual attention
and control. We provide a great deal of family therapy
throughout the program. We are governed by a local Board
of Directors and make our own policies. We feel we can
be more flexible.

How is KHEK financed?

We are solely supported by fees and donations.
